Field Trips for Saturday June 5
#1 Fort Peck

This trip will concentrate on the area below Ft.
Peck Dam. The river bottoms of the Missouri
River around the Corps of Engineers’ Down-
stream Campground will have a variety of nesting
species, including the possibility of three species
of orioles, and could show us migrating warblers.
There may be an assortment of gulls on the river
and Osprey and White Pelicans will be seen.

#2 South Valley County

This tour will hit the southern edge of Valley
County near Ft. Peck Lake and will feature a

Mountain Bluebird nest box trail. It will also trav-
erse extensive grasslands and sagebrush and may
turn up Sage Grouse. If we are lucky and there is
enough time we may be able to find Mountain
Plover.

#3 Missouri River Float/Canoe Trip

This canoe trip is ideal for the beginner canoeist,
and will allow birders to see up-close the ‘lower’
Missouri River riparian zone. Ample stops will be
made to explore the river’s banks. The trip will
start just below the Fort Peck Lake Dam and will
conclude about five miles downstream. Canoes
and equipment will be provided.

#4 Bird Banding

Attendees will learn how to set up and take
down nets, how to remove birds from mist
nets, the banding procedure, the importance

of accurate records, and net placement. We
expect to capture several species of song-
birds, and everyone should have an opportu-
nity to handle birds if they wish. Weather
permitting, mosquitoes and other biting in-
sects may be present so come prepared.
