     As you may have heard the MT Governorôs Cup Walleye Tournament has withdrawn 

from the 2010 Walleyes Unlimited of Montana Walleye Tournament Circuit. This decision 

was based on 2 reasons: A change to rule # 4 which deals with boat launch and boat naviga-

tion. Second the MT Governorôs Cup submitted its 2010 tournament application & rules to 

MFWP in September 2009 (they were due 11/01/09). In addition over 500 MT Gov Cup ap-

plications, rules & boundaries were direct mailed to Governorôs Cup Anglerôs in November 

2009. The WUM Circuit met in December 2009 to begin their rule change process. The 

Chamber Board felt it was in the best interest of our tournament to abide by the 2010 rules 

which were submitted to MFWP. The Glasgow Chamber and MT Governorôs Cup supports 

Walleyes Unlimited of Montana and their commitment to the promotion of warm water fish-

ing in MT. We appreciate the hard work which had gone into the Circuit for the coming year 

and we hope to come back to the table when they meet this September. The Governorôs Cup 

committee continues to meet and make plans for our tournament which will be held July 8-

10, 2010 at Fort Peck Lake. We will again feature 2 days of tournament fishing, the Guys & 

Gals Derby, the Fish Fry, the Kidôs Derby and the weigh-ins at Kiwanis Park. 

     The TBID (Tourism Business Improvement District) went into effect January 1, 2010. 

This is a $1.00 assessment per occupied room night and is collected by the six Glasgow lodg-

ing facilities; the payment goes to the City of Glasgow and is administered by the Chamber. 

The six facilities or their representative decides the budget and which projects will be funded. 

We thank the Star Lodge, Campbell Lodge, Cottonwood Inn, Koskiôs, La Casa, and the Roo-

sevelt Hotel for helping to make the TBID possible and their investment in our community.  

     The Chamber Membership Directory information will be submitted to the printer on Fri-

day. It will be ready in about 3 weeks. We encourage you to join the Chamber to make a dif-

ference in our community.
