The Glasgow Area Chamber of Commerce & Agriculture & Two Rivers Economic
Growth held their annual banquet January 21, 2010 to honor community members for their vision,
dedication, innovation and service to our community. The President’s award was awarded to Stan
Ozark in recognition for his many years of service to our community. The Del Strommen Agricul-
ture Award was awarded to Verlin Koenig. The Volunteers of the year was awarded to The Valley
Event Center/Hi-Line Youth Hockey. The theme of this year’s banquet was “Revitalizing Glas-
gow-the Montana Main Street Approach”. Glasgow is a Montana Main Street Affiliate which pro-
motes preservation based economic development.

On January 6 -100 people attended the New Trends in Agriculture Seminar. We had two
excellent speakers this year Dr David Kohl and Jolene Brown. Their shared message was that for
Agriculture, businesses and communities to survive in the global economies we must utilize our
human resources. Copies of their presentations are available at the Chamber office. Richard Ful-
ton was the recipient of the Trendsetter award, which recognized him for his innovative farming
practices.

February will be very busy. We will host 3 basketball tournaments and one hockey tour-
nament. The Chamber has provided retail, city maps, business directories and information on
Glasgow to the Athletic Directors to the schools we will be hosting. The Chamber local restau-
rants and grocery stores will be hosting the hospitality rooms. The Chamber will work conces-
sions on each Thursday night of the tournaments to go towards paying the tournament expenses. If
you would like to volunteer to help with concessions please call the Chamber office.

Through the cooperative efforts of the City of Glasgow, the 6 city Hoteliers, Chamber
and Two Rivers Economic Growth, Glasgow passed ordinance 1801 creating a Tourism Business
Improvement District. This was effective January 1, 2010. The TBID is an assessment fee of
$1.00 per -occupied -room night by the 6 facilities. The TBID board is comprised owners of all
six Glasgow hotels in the city. The purpose is to promote and market Glasgow to increase resident
and non-resident visitors, meetings, conventions and sporting events to our community.

The 2009 Christmas Cash program was very successful this year. We had 70 Chamber
businesses participate in the program, 164 loans were issued for a total of $144,480 spent locally.
This was a $10,500 increase from 2008. Valley Bank issued 99 loans, Independence Bank 18 and
First Community Bank 55 loans. The Chamber Big Bucks program was also very successful.
From November 28, 2009 to January 8, 2010 $16,950 dollars of big Bucks was purchased from
the office. With the two programs $161,430 was spent locally in Glasgow during the Holiday sea-
son. A big thank you to the Merchants, businesses, Valley, Independence, Wells Fargo and First
Community Banks for participating in this program.
